Supporters are asked to refrain from: 
 
• using sectarian, racist or inappropriate language; 
• using foul, abusive or insulting language, gestures or threatening behaviour; 
• the display of any racist or sectarian emblems or banners; and 
• missile throwing or entering the pitch area. 
 
Supporters should also: 
 
• respect all players, team attendants and match officials; 
• follow directions and instructions given by stewards and club officials; 
• respect other supporters; 
• report breaches of the Code to a steward, club official or by using the 

telephone number above; 
• remember to observe the Code both at Solitude and at any other venue; and 
• support Cliftonville FC loudly and proudly
